Said Rabbi Yehoshua: Woe is us on account of that which is ruined, that
place in which we might atone for the sins of Israel! Rabban Yohanan
ben Zakkai replied: My son, do not be troubled. We have another
means of atonement that is its like. And what is that? Gemilut
hasadim/deeds of loving kindness, as it is said: For | desire
hesed/kindness, not sacrifice. (Hosea 6:6)
